Tickets are on sale from 12 noon today for Let It Snow! – a seasonal show to sing out BYMT’s 20th anniversary year. A whistle-stop celebration of BYMT’s prolific year, the evening showcases highlights from all the company’s 2024 shows and activity whilst reuniting talented young performers from across the UK. 

The NMTA (New Music Theatre Award) will also be announced during the evening, the winner of which will follow in the footstep of recipients including Bethany Tennick and Iona Ramsay (Welcome to Serene) and Martha Geelan and Jack Godfrey (Babies). The deadline for submissions for the NMTA is 14 October. 

Let It Snow! includes songs and performances from seven brand new musical theatre shows commissioned by BYMT for 2024, as well as moments from its seven development camps, the 20th Anniversary Gala, and an outdoor inclusive performance with Candoco Dance Company. The whole company of young people will also unite in a new festive song written by a BYMT composer for the occasion.
 
Emily Gray, Creative Director, BYMT: ‘Let It Snow! will be a glorious moment reuniting young people from across our 2024 productions and projects and giving them one last chance to perform the most powerful and memorable songs from the season. It’s a great opportunity to connect writers, composers and musical directors who are creating new musicals and to ignite the sparks of future collaborations. Announcing and introducing the winners of our New Music Theatre Award is always one of the most highly anticipated moments of the year. Let It Snow! marks the sun setting on one season and the dawn rising on the next!’

BYMT engaged with nearly 500 young people and 150 freelancers across its summer season of six shows alone. Across the year, it presented commissions by emerging writers and composers: Ellie Jones, Rebecca Levy and Tom Ling (Animal Farm, Birmingham Hippodrome); Shauna Carrick and Dean Johnson (All Growed Up, Lyric Belfast); Matthew Harvey (Unbound, Birmingham Hippodrome); Christopher Tendai and Meg McGrady (Wonderland in Alice, Bolton Octagon); Ruth Chan and Cerys Jones (The Power of Camelot, Northcott Exeter); Bethany Tennick and Iona Ramsay (Welcome to Serene, NMTA winner 2024; New Wolsey Theatre); Caitlyn Burt and Amir Shoenfeld (When We Strike, Southwark Playhouse). 

Further highlights included its 20th Anniversary Gala, hosted by Lewis Cornay at the Other Palace Theatre in July; Burst! – a weeklong project with Candoco Dance Company; six week-long BYMT camps for 11-17 year olds; and an Upskill training camp for 16-21 year olds.
